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China ranges from mostly plateaus and mountains in the west to lower lands in the east. In
the east along the shores of the Yellow Sea and the East China Sea. There are extensive and
densely populated alluvial plains. On the edges of the Inner Mongolian plateau in the north,
grasslands can be seen. Southern China is dominated by hills and low mountain ranges. In
the central-east are the deltas of China’s two major rivers, the Yellow River and Yangtze River.

Most of China’s arable lands lie along these rivers, and they were the centres of China’s
major ancient civilizations. In the west, the north has a great alluvial plain and the south has
a vast calcareous tableland traversed by hill ranges of moderate elevation, and the
Himalayas, containing the Earth’s highest point, called Mount Everest.
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The climatic conditions of China vary greatly. The northern zone (including Beijing) has
summer daytime temperatures of over 30 degrees Celsius and winters of Arctic severity. The
central zone (including Shanghai) has a temperate continental climate with very hot
summer and cold winter. The southern zone (including Guangzhou) has a subtropical
climate with very hot summer and mild winter.

The library is
also opened to foreign students, and more importantly being qualified to apply for
a campus card to borrow books from the place.

Activating Library Function:
~Will be activated when you register for your CAMPUS CARD. Old students must ac-
tivate at the information desk of the library.

Entering the library:
~Please swipe your library card when you enter the library. The access system
alarms any unborrowed books.

Searching for a book:

~You can search for books using the computers at the library. Books in english are
usually located in the fourth floor. However, some medical text books are also abun-
dantly found in the library of the Jiangbin Hospital.

~You can also visit: http://huiwen.ujs.edu.cn:8080/opac/search.php to search for
available books at the UJS library.

Procedure to borrow a book:

~Search for a book’s code on the computer. The book code will help you to easily
locate the book. Take the book to the information desk at first floor and swipe your
campus card to borrow the book. Please note that some books are not allowed to
be borrowed, but can be read in the library.

Limitations to borrow a book:

Undergraduates: Max. 10 books for a period of 30 days each.

Postgraduates: Max. 15 books for a period of 60 days each.

~Fine will be charged per day if you do not return your book within the permitted
time. However, you can go to library and renew your borrow limit.

Tips and Tricks:

~|ts hard to get a seat at the library during exam review time. Please make sure you
arrive early and catch the queue.

] .According to the Law of the People’s Republic of China on Control of the Entry and Exit
of Aliens, foreign residents who enter China with a X, F or L visa and study in China for more
than 180 days, are required to obtain a Residence Permit.

B. Go and get a. Visa/Stay Permit/Residence Permit Application Form and b. Document

C. Go to Zhenjiang Entry-Exit Administration Bureau and submit your passport with the visa
application materials to apply for Residence Permit.

4.Studems who cannot finish the visa application on time will need to go to the Overseas
Students Affair Office to complete the related procedures, get the materials and submit them

to the Zhenjiang Entry-Exit Administration Bureau of their own volition.
5 . The students must provide the related visa application fee.

6‘ Students under the age of 18 can be exempted from the Inspection and Quarantine
Bureau requirement; students who extend the Residence Permit within 3 months of its

expiration can be exempted from submitting the health certificate.
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How to Apply for a Re-entry Visa and
Visa Extension ?

] .According to the Law of the People’s Republic of China on Control of the Entry and Exit of
Aliens, foreign residents who enter China with an X2, S2, or Q2 visa may apply for a re-entry
visa and visa extension if necessary. The maximum valid period of the visa is 180 days.

Z.S[udents who need to apply for a re-entry visa or visa extension should go to the Overseas
Students Affair Office to complete the related procedures and obtain materials to be
submitted to the Zhenjiang Entry-Exit Administration Bureau. The following files are needed:
To be prepared by the Overseas Education College:

®Admission Office

@JW202/201 visa form

(B3Letter of Visa Application for School (stamped) (also known as the “Introduction Letter”)
To be prepared by Student:

@The original valid passport and visa

(®Registration Form for Temporary Residence

(issued by the reception of dormitory or local police station)

(®Visa and Residence Permit Application Form

(with a 2-inch forward-facing photograph, new students should take the photo with bar code
in Zhenjiang Entry-Exit Administration Bureau in police station)

3.The student must provide the related visa application fee.

How Do | Apply for a New Passport If It Is Lost?

1.If your passport is lost, please report the loss to the Overseas Education College and the
local police station. Provide the police officer detailed information, including when, where
and how it was lost, the passport number, and the visa expiration date. The police station will
provide you with a “Passport Loss Acceptance Form”.

2.Take the acceptance form to the Exit-Entry Administration Department of Zhenjiang Public
Security Bureau (address: No. 9 Jiu Hua Shan Road, the left side in Zhenjiang Public Security
Bureau). The department will issue a “Passport Loss Confirmation Report”.

3.the student should go to the embassy or consulate to apply for a new passport within 30
days of receiving confirmation from the Bureau.

4.Take the new passport to the Overseas Education College to register and go to Zhenjiang
Exit-Entry Administration Department to reapply for a replacement visa.

What Formalities Need to be Completed for
Students Living Off-Campus?

1.Sign a “Contract of Tenancy” with the owner.

2.Present the Contract to the Overseas Students Affairs Office and fill in the “Registration Form
for Living Off-Campus”.

3.Take these two documents and your passport to the local police station to get the
“Registration Form for Temporary Residence”, which should be stamped by the police officer.
Then submit a photocopy to the Overseas Students Affairs Office.

Things to Bear in Mind when Living Off-Campus

I.Pay attention to your personal safety and the safety of the property. Please exercise
discretion regarding your personal safety and to avoid potential loss or theft of your personal
property.

2.Pay attention to the safe use of gas and electric alliances, especially high-power electric
appliances. Beware of electrical and fire hazards.

3.Pay attention to traffic safety and observe traffic regulations. Automobiles without license
tags cannot be ridden on the road.

4.Be respectful of your neighbors and do not cause disturbances.

5.Keep in touch with the College. Please inform us if you’'ve changed your address or contact
information.

How to apply for part-time job permit on vour
visa (work-study or off-campus internship, €tc.)?

Students are required to take permission from the Exit and Entry bureau for working part-time
in China. A stamp will be printed on your resident page which permits your part-time job.
Prepare the following documents and apply at the Exit and Entry Bureau.

. Copy of the company’s business licence.

. Copy of the company’s organization code.

. Your official Job contract from the company.

. Permit from OEC, Official Letter from OEC.

. Copy of passport (Photo page, Visa Page, Last entry page)

. Copy of your JW202.

. Charges of 400 RMB/year
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What to Do if the Student ID is Lost?

Within two weeks after an international student registers for the first time, the college will
issue him/her an International Student ID card.

Please confirm your student ID number with the teacher in the Overseas Students Affair Office
and then they will make the Student ID card for you.

If your Student ID card is lost, you may also go to the Overseas Students Affair Office to
reapply one.

|.Pay attention to the safety of personal property to avoid potential loss

Take care of your personal belongs such as cell phone, wallet, ID card, bring your valuables
or place them within your sight in public places, especially in crowded places, do not be
neglectful.

When you leave your room or go to bed at night, please lock please lock the doors and
windows, to avoid theft or your personal property.

2. Keep consumption invoices for a rainy day

Ask for a consumption invoice or a receipt from staff when buying a large amount of goods
in the store. In case having quality problems you may apply for returning to the store with
invoices. Keeping the taxi invoice may help you to find forgotten items in the car.

3.What to do if the personal property is lost?

If your personal belonging is lost or stolen, report the loss to the local police station at once.
If it was lost in the taxi, you may call the service number written on the taxi receipt. If it was
lost on campus, you may call the service number written on the taxi receipt. If it was lost on
campus, you may report the loss to the security department of Jiangsu University. Feel free to
contact the Overseas Students Affairs Office if you need help.
